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All Provincial selections must meet the CFF minimum qualification standard: 
  
Senior 
Ontario will make 2 Senior Provincial selections: 
Selection 1: 
Next athlete in the most recent Domestic ranking who applies for inclusion by emailing 
to info@fencingontario.ca immediately after the rankings used for selections are 
published. 
 
Selection 2 
Special Case athlete: the first to apply for the following reasons: 
athlete coming back from an injury, illness, or pregnancy, who can demonstrate that they 
qualified in the prior season  (maximum one year) 
or 
athlete returning to Ontario from another country or wanting to return to competition 
after a period of inactivity (athlete must demonstrate that they were in the top 64 of the 
domestic CFF ranking in the last season of fencing.) 
 
If no special case athletes apply, then Selection 2 will be filled by the next athlete in the 
most recent CFF Domestic ranking who applies for inclusion by emailing to 
info@fencingontario.ca immediately after the rankings used for selections are published. 
 
 
In years when the Nationals is held in Ontario: 
Selections 1, 2 and 3 
Next athletes in the most recent CFF Domestic ranking who applies for inclusion by 
emailing to info@fencingontario.ca immediately after the rankings used for selections are 
published. 
 
 
Selections 4 and 5 
*Special Case:  
athlete coming back from an injury, illness, or pregnancy, who can demonstrate that they 
qualified in the prior season  (maximum one year) 
athlete returning to Ontario from another country 
Athlete returning to competition after a period of inactivity 
 
If no special case athletes apply, then Selections 4 and 5 will be filled by the next athletes 
in the most recent CFF Domestic ranking 
 



 
*In all Special Cases, the athlete must apply to the Ontario High Performance Committee 
with a full explanation of the case with verification from their personal coach. All 
decisions of the HP Committee will be final. 
 
 
 
Junior 
Fencer must appear on the Junior Domestic Ranking to be able to register. Only those 
fencers appearing on the Junior Domestic Ranking with a valid 09-10 CFF license will be 
able to register. 
Cadet 
Fencer must appear on the Cadet Domestic Ranking to be able to register. Only those 
fencers appearing on the Cadet Domestic Ranking with a valid 09-10 CFF license will be 
able to register.
